SUNSHINE COACH VAN GUIDELINES

FOR RECIPIENT AGENCIES
Van Safety

· Driver must be legally qualified to drive, possess a valid driver’s license and any other license that may be required by Federal, state, or local law relating to use of the vehicle, including but not limited to Class II, Chauffeur’s license, etc.

· Children must wear seat belts and remain seated at all times with arms inside the van.

· Vans must be in good repair and fully insured at all times.  Variety should be named as an additional insured and furnished with a certificate of insurance including a copy of the additional insured endorsements.

· Vans must transport only 12 passengers.

General Guidelines

· In conjunction with the Allocation committee visit all Sunshine Coach vans shall be available for inspection at a designated time.

· Agencies and drivers must remember that they represent their agency as well as Variety the Children’s Charity of St. Louis.

· Vans should be kept clean at all times.

· Vans must retain original color and imprintation as long as in service.
· Vans must not be loaned, altered, sold or used for any other purpose than that stated below.
Purpose

· Variety vans are to be used for the sole purpose of transporting children and their teachers or guardians to doctor’s appointments, therapy, educational/cultural programs and services and athletic practices and competitions.  Vans may not be used as school buses (transport of children to or from school) under any circumstances.

Termination Policy

When the agency will no longer use the Sunshine Coach van to transport children:

· Variety shall receive written notification that the van will be taken out of service.

· Newer (under 3 years of age or under 50,000 miles) vans in excellent condition may be returned to Variety for refurbishment and reallocation to another Variety agency.

· Vans too old or unsafe to service the children may be used as utility vans (transporting something other than children) by the agency provided that all signage be removed from the van including agency, Variety and sponsor(s) identification.

· Vans that will no longer be used for any purpose by the agency must have all signage removed and be disposed of by the agency.

· Vans are not transferable to another agency.  

Unfavorable Reports

· Upon receiving a van complaint, Variety will file the complaint and notify the agency for resolution. Agencies sighted for unresolved complaints may not be considered for funding in the future. 

I, the undersigned van recipient and agency representative, agree to follow the guidelines set above by Variety the Children’s Charity of St. Louis with regard to owning, operating and eventually terminating the Sunshine Coach van allocated to my agency by Variety the Children’s Charity of St. Louis.
